As we are moving forward into the second half of prayer (and partial fasting), let me once 
again give you a brief update:

1.	 I am so grateful for the feedback we have received from a number of you on how you 
are involved and how you involve others in the 100 days / 15 weeks of prayer. In Ger-
many alone almost 25.000 of our prayer booklets have been distributed. Thousands of 
churches and prayer networks on all continents have tuned into this prayer call. Praise 
the Lord for this!!!

2.	 Registrations for the tours have picked up momentum! 
Thank you for responding to those who have. All tours 
are coming together! Some are up to 40 people regis-
tered. Another reason to give thanks to the Lord!

3.	 On March 27 leaders of the three initiating ministries 
have met together with the executive team in the Neth-
erlands. We had a very constructive meeting and plans 
have been consolidated and fine-tuned. More than 200 
people have registered already. The 3-star Hotel-rooms 
are almost fully booked out. We are expecting more than 
300 participants – again from all continents. We are work-
ing on the last confirmations for the speakers. Please look 
at our website, which is updated regularly, if you want 
more information.

4.	 As indicated a few times, the final 
climax of GPC / 100 days for the in-
tercessors around the world will be 
the Global Prayer DAY, May 8/9. 
A brochure and a video clip of that 
Global Prayer DAY is in preparation 
and will be sent to you within the next days, respectively 1-2 weeks (video-clip). As the 
Holy Spirit leads and prompts you, please consider prayerfully your contribution and 
preparation for that day!

5.	 We are grateful for the faithful response of many of you financially. So far we were able 
to cover every bill without going into depth. But in order to finish this part of the race 
well, we need further financial support. Please consider if you and/or people around 
you could strengthen this prayer call financially.

6.	 Most of all and again: Thank you for your investment in prayer! For Israel! For your na-
tions! For the body of Christ! Please continue to pray also for us as a leadership team, for 
the tours, for the conference! And for the Global Prayer DAY!

A time …
To commemorate
The end of the greatest crime 

in human history
On May 8, 1945 Nazi-Germany signed a docu-
ment of unconditional surrender in front of 
representatives of the three Western Allies 
(USA, UK and France). On May 9 it was signed 
in Berlin in the presence of the representatives 
of the Soviet Union. With the end of World War 
II in Europe the Holocaust, the greatest crime 
in human history, fi nally came to a halt.

The end of the greatest suff ering 
of Jewish experience

The genocide of six out of eleven million 
European Jewish people was the greatest 
tragedy in the last four thousand years of 
Jewish experience. For us Christians who 
love the Jewish people with the love of 
God, this is an appropriate moment to 
identify with their unique suff ering 70 years 
ago and to obey the call of God: “Comfort 
ye, comfort ye, my people…”  (Isa. 40, 1)

The contribution of Christian 
Anti-Semitism towards the Holocaust

This crime, this suff ering happened in Chris-
tian Europe. It happened as a direct result of 
replacement theology, which developed from 
the times of the church fathers and became ac-
cepted as main-stream by most major church-
es. It happened through out centuries of terri-
ble Jewish persecution in almost every nation 
of Christian Europe. Replacement theology 
and the history of persecution are two causal 
factors that paved the way for the Holocaust.

To celebrate
The victory over Hitler 

and Nazi-Germany
Christians around the world, especially 
Christians belonging to those four allied 
nations victorious over Hitler and Nazi-
Germany, have a reason to celebrate and 
to thank God. Just imagine for a moment 
what the world would have looked like if 
Hitler had won World War II!

The victory of Jewish-Christian values
and morals over Anti-Jewish 

and Anti-Christian ideologies
From a Christian point of view, we recog-
nize the unique contribution of prayer in 
addition to the strength of biblical, Jew-
ish-Christian heritage and morals in this 
victory over Hitler-Germany and Nazi-
tyranny.

The grace of God
The end of the Holocaust and World War II 
was an act of God’s grace and mercy. The 
rebirth of the modern Jewish state, Israel, 
only a few years later is a powerful sign 
of God’s faithfulness towards the Jewish 
people. To Him be the glory, praise and 
thanks! He deserves our acknowledge-
ment and our worship. The Global Prayer 
DAY, which will be observed exactly 70 
years after Victory in Europe Day (V Day), 
is a fi tting occasion to do so. 

To consider
Growing Anti-Semitism, 

Anti-Israelism and Holocaust-denial 
Just as Europe in the late 19th and early 
20th centuries grew more and more anti-
Semitic,  so is our world spiraling in the 
same direction today. Hatred of Jews and 
of the Jewish state of Israel is rampant. 
Ignorance, minimization and even open 
denial of the Holocaust are spreading 
throughout the nations. History is  repeat-
ing itself. “Never again!” – is beginning to 
happen again!

The failure of the Nations 
then and today

More than 70 years ago most nations did 
nothing to come to the help of the Jew-
ish people in Europe and if they did it was 
very, very late. Today most nations do not 
understand the radical, deadly nature of 
the militant Islamic threat against Israel, 
similar to the ignorance towards the ex-
istential threat of European Jewry in the 
middle of the 20th century.

The unique responsibility 
of the Christian church

More than 70 years ago the majority of the 
Christian world and the Christian church 
turned a blind eye to the mounting threats 
against the Jews of Europe. How about to-
day? Did we learn from history? Do we un-
derstand the signs of the times today? Are 
we taking up our calling as “salt and light” 
and as “priests and prophets” towards our 
own nations as they move towards the “val-
ley of decision” (Joel 3, 14) either to become 
a “sheep or goat nation” (Matt. 25,31ff )?

It is time to commemorate! It is time to celebrate! It is time to consider!

1. Make the decision to join Christians all over the world for the Global Prayer DAY on May
